INSTRUCTIONS FOR INSTALLATION OF 

BARBER POLE MOTOR COIL AND SETTING THE SPEED OF THE MOTOR
The correct installation of a motor coil is absolutely essential for proper operation of your barber pole motor.  The speed at which your motor revolves is important to obtain best results.

The diagrams on the Detailed Look link illustrate the proper installation and settings for barber pole motors.

It is imperative that the shading band portion of the coil core is in the proper position; otherwise the motor will not run satisfactorily.  Refer to the dotted line, which shows the proper position of the core for both the regular standard striped inner cylinder and the HAIR STYLIST inner cylinder.

In order to read the words, “HAIR STYLIST,” the motor must be slowed down.  This is done by adjusting the core per the diagram on the reverse side.  By rotating the core counter-clockwise from the position shown on the diagram, the motor can be slowed down further.  To increase the speed, turn the core clockwise.  Make absolutely certain that the core screw is securely tightened once the core has been put into position.
Adjusting the speed of the motor can be done from either the top or bottom of the barber pole.  The preferred method is from the top.  The core adjusting screw is located on top of the motor.  If adjusting from the top, the light fixture and inner cylinder must be removed.  Use a long screwdriver to loosen the screw.  If adjusting from the bottom, the motor on its mounting plate, must be lowered without disconnecting any wires.  Remove the light fixture and inner cylinder prior to lowering motor.  To lower the motor, loosen the screws holding the motor mounting plate to the casting.  Twist the motor and mounting plate to lower.
